Kingsclere Development Plan Sept 2004 – Aug 2006

The points below are our priorities for new work over the next two years.

Worship

1. To develop ways of encouraging the prayer life of the church and the individuals within it.

2. To produce weekly reflections to aid people in worship throughout the week.

3. To encourage the regular use of a well practised music group in worship as an aid to variety and learning new material.

4. To hold an evening of more informal praise and prayer once a quarter.

Learning and Caring

1. To organise a Church Weekend away.

2. To set up a regular house group.

3. To have a men’s breakfast once a quarter.

4. To set up a monthly discussion group and lunch.

5. To have an informal “open house” once a month to encourage fellowship.

6. To give everyone the opportunity of belonging to a pastoral group, whilst retaining pastoral visitors for those who would like one.

Service

1. To hold at least one fundraising event for each of MHA, NCH and Christian Aid and to support a local charitable organisation.

2. To produce a survey of our involvement in the life of the wider community through our members.

Evangelism

1. To run an evangelism training course in the village.

2. To set up a group for people interested in finding out more about Christianity.

3. To organise a series of events to help build relationships and share faith with people outside the church.

4. To use the community involvement survey to help us build relationships between the Church and the village.

5. To give priority to evangelism when deciding how to use the Church’s resources.

6. To look at the feasibility, in partnership with Thatcham or St Mary’s, of appointing a lay worker to develop our schools, youth and community work.

Ecumenical

1. To look at the possibility of setting up a joint Junior Church with St. Mary’s

2. To organise a day for both Churches to get to know each other better.

3. To use the Anglican/Methodist Covenant as a springboard for developing new ways of working with St Mary’s.
